Board of Control
Public Participation at Board of Control Meetings and Petitions to the Board 
Persons who have a direct interest in the welfare of SASED are encouraged to attend meetings of the Board of Control and to voice opinions, present questions, and make suggestions regarding the operation of SASED. In order to facilitate such public participation, the agenda for each regular and special meeting of the Board of Control shall include a time for public hearing.
The public hearing section of Board of Control meetings shall be governed by the following rules:

1. A member of the public who wishes to address the Board of Control shall complete the Request For Public Participation form 2:230-E and submit it to the Recording Secretary.

2. A member of the public who wishes to address the Board of Control shall request the permission of the Chairperson.

3. A member of the public who is granted permission to address the Board of Control shall identify him/herself and state his or her address.

4. The presentation by any one member of the public shall be limited to five (5) minutes and the total time allotted to the public hearing shall be limited to thirty (30) minutes. The Chairperson may extend these limits if time permits.

5. A request to address the Board of Control from a resident of a member district shall be given priority over such request from a resident of a non-member district.

6. A member of the public who wishes to make a lengthy proposal to the Board of Control shall summarize the proposal and submit it in writing to the Executive Director at least one (1) week prior to a meeting at which he or she wishes to discuss the proposal during the public hearing section of the meeting.
7. A member of the public may present a written petition to the Board of Control at any regular or special meeting.

The Board generally will not act on a proposal, suggestion, or request when first presented by a member of the public during a Board of Control meeting. A response will be made to the member of the public after a proper evaluation of a proposal, suggestion, or request has been completed.
Personal charges or complaints against individual employees of SASED will not be accepted at a public meeting of the Board of Control. Such charges or complaints shall be presented to the Executive Director, preferably in writing. All such charges or complaints will be investigated by the Executive Director and as appropriate reported to the Board of Control.
